


Franchthi cave or Frankhthi cave: (ZntAatov OpadyxOn) is a cave overlooking the Argolic Gulf opposite the village of Koilada in
southeastern Argolis. The cave was occupied from the Upper Paleolithic circa 38,000 BCE (and possibly earlier) through the Mesolithic and
Neolithic period, with occasional short episodes of apparent abandonment. Last occupied around 3,000 BCE (Final Neolithic), it is one of

the very few settlements in the world that shows nearly continuous human occupation

This graceful statue of a goddess has intrigued and fascinated
since its discovery on the island of Melos in 1820. Is it
Aphrodite, who was often portrayed half-naked, or the sea
goddess Amphitrite, who was venerated on Melos? The statue
reflects sculptural research during the late Hellenistic Period:
classical in essence, with innovatory features such as the spiral
composition, the positioning in space, and the fall of the
drapery over the hips.

e EIRENE (Roman PAX) Sometimes known as
Irene, Goddess of peace, she was one of the
three Horae Goddesses. Thought to be the
daughter of Zeus and Themis, she was idolised
by the people of Athens after their naval victory
over Sparta in 375BC which was the beginning
of the end of the drawn out conflict, they held a
yearly festival in her honor. Surviving statues
usually depict her holding the child Ploutos God
of wealth.

What women in Saudi Arabia cannot do:

-- Marry, divorce, travel, get a job or have elective surgery without permission from
their male guardians. WWomen still are beholden to restrictive guardianship laws that govern
nearly every aspect of their lives. In cases where a woman's father is deceased or absent, her
husband, a male relative, brother, or in some cases, even a son, must give his approval before a
woman can obtain often basic entitlements.

-- Mix freely with members of the opposite sex. Some exceptions include hospitals, banks
and medical colleges. In 2013 authorities ordered shops that employ both men and women to
build "separation walls" to enforce rules preventing the sexes from mixing together.

-- Appear in public without wearing a full-length black abaya. The all-encompassing loose
robe is meant to protect women's modesty in public.
